The termination resistors must be co-
nnectedto thetwo equipments which are farthest
away from each other, suchas equipment1#and
15%# (refer to picture 4-1.3). This connection way
not accord with the requirements of Rs485 stand-
ards, itis easyto bring signal reflections, lower anti
-interference performancewhenthe cable distance
ofthe equipmentis far away fromeach other. The
reliability of control signalsare decreased. It can
not control the dome, or sometimes canor someti-
mes can not, or continuous operate by itself.

Thefactory willrecommend the Rs485 distri-
butor. The distributor can transfer the star config-
uration connection tothe mode of connectionacc-
ordance with the Rs485 standards. The new conn-
ection achieves reliable data transmission and av-
